BIBLE QUESTIONS

I.  Read | Corinthians 14:1-4. What is the purpose of the spiritual gift of
prophecy? To whom are words of prophecy directly spoken? What is the
purpose of the spiritual gift of tongues (other languages)? To whom are
words of tongues directly spoken? When it comes to functioning with these
two spiritual gifts, what is Paul’s hope for the Corinthians?

2. Read | Corinthians 14:5-12. Why is prophecy considered to be greater than
tongues? What must happen for tongues to be as great? What is it about the
gift of tongues that makes it valuable for the one speaking in the “unknown”
language, but not very valuable for those who are hearing it?

3. Read | Timothy [:18-19. In this letter, Paul is writing to a young pastor to
give him direction on how to lead the local church for which he is apparently
the lead pastor. What can we learn about the gift of prophecy when we
consider these statements from Paul?

4. From the previous passages of Scripture, what can we learn about God’s care
for us?

5. Which sounds more appealing to you: a) to be given the gift of prophecy and/
or tongues; b) not to be given either of these spiritual gifts? Explain.

6. Have you ever had of a good experience with either of these spiritual gifts?
How about a bad experience?

7. There is often a lot of tension around the use of these two spiritual gifts.
Why do you think people get so intense on this subject? What can we learn
from these tensions?

8. If God unmistakably offered you either of these gifts, would you try to put it
to use!

9. Share some prayer requests on this subject and pray for each other.
